MEDICATION

administering of student medication needs whilecabol. The policy adopts

guidelines established by the Rhode Island DepattifeEducation.

1. Responsibility for prescribing medicatiomteet the needs of the student shall
rest with the student’s physician and parent ordjaa. Whenever possible,
medication should be arranged to be taken outdidelmol hours.
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2. When it is necessary to give medication at sklioghall be in the original
container with the proper labeling of content, d@swl directions from the
pharmacist, physician, and parent.

3. The administering of the medication shall bedble responsibility of the school
nurse-teacher and only administered under hersaditection or authorization.
All medications for students shall be kept locke@ ilocation provided by the
building administrator, preferably in the schooahle office.

4. A completed parent authorization form and phigsiorder shall be on file in the
school health office, before a school nurse-teachrradminister medication.
Completed parental authorization forms and physioi@ers shall be renewed
annually or in the event there are prescriptiorsage or medication schedule
changes. Parental authorization forms shall bédadta from each school
health office.

5. Except as provided in this policy, no studernit beé allowed to possess
medication in school or on the bus. Itis the paoe guardian’s responsibility
to bring medication to the school in the originahtainer with the appropriate
label intact. If the medication is not properlpéded, it shall not be
administered.

6. A written physician’s order, written parentattaurization and authorization from
the school health office shall be required forualsnht to carry and/or self-
administer emergency and/or specific medications.

7. Parents or guardians must identify their chitdndno have been diagnosed with
asthma and/or anaphylactic allergies to the schealth office. They must
also provide an asthma and/or allergy history fquarental permission form
and physician’s order for medical intervention.e$é forms must be
completed annually prior to the first day of school
Possessing or using an inhaler or Epi Pen shalklellows:

a. Students who have asthma must carry thie@dén on their person at
all times and/or have an inhaler available in @tgosl health office.

a. Students requiring inhalers prior to exercise nndicate to the
physical education teacher that they have takaniedication and /or
have their inhalers available.

c. Students who are identified by their physiciarhaving anaphylactic
allergies and requiring an Epi Pen must carry theirPen on their person
at all times and/or have an Epi Pen available énsithool health office.

d. In accordance with RIGL 16-21-22, the schookeueacher, at each
school, shall instruct school administrators, teasfand teacher aides in
the proper use of an EPI PEN. The law further jgiew that school
personnel shall not be liable for civil damagesrfriheir acts or omissions
in the use of an EPI PEN or a prescription inhalebehalf of a student.

8. Non-prescription drugs shall require a physiceater. The school nurse-teacher
shall not administer alternatives such as herbaédies.
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9. Aspirin-free substances may be administered tip@authorization of parents,
with the school district physician’s order andtra tiscretion of the school
nurse-teacher. If a student requires frequent Agpirin medication, a written
physician authorization shall be required.

10. Each student receiving medication is respoadin knowing the medication
schedule. The school nurse-teacher shall not loerégponsible for failure of a
student to appear to receive medication. The panest inform the school
nurse-teacher if a student is not capable of kngwlie medication schedule.

11. Students may self administer medications warila field trip provided there is
prior authorization from a parent or guardian amedpproval of the school
nurse-teacher. When there is no school nurse-¢easfailable to administer
medication, the field trip advisor shall carry $tadent medication and monitor
its self-administration.

12. Students on overnight field trips are permitteded-carry and self-administer
medications. Said medication shall be suppliethiyparent with a written
authorization for use of the medication during ¢leernight field trip and the
medication shall be stored in its original prestimip-labeled and sealed
container (in the case of prescription medicatmmi}s manufacturer labeled
and sealed container (in the case of nonpresaniptiStudents are prohibited
from sharing, transferring, or in any way divertihgir medication to any
other persons.

district’s responsibilities during dismissal tim&€o assure that the dismissal process
in the district elementary schools goes smoothtythaat all students arrive home
safely, the school committee herein promulgatessrahd procedures that shall be
enforced during the dismissal process and the hoomebbusing of district
elementary school children.

Scope Of Policy

This policy sets for the school committees rulegparental pickup of their children
at the end of school and the rules for superviaiwh controlling of elementary
school children during dismissal and bus transit.

Parental Pickup
Parents who pick up their child are expected tdaomto the school committee’s
rules, which have been written to assure the safietyl children. (Parents in the
context of this policy shall also mean legal guaindi) Rules for parental pickup
are listed below:

1. Parents must pick up their child at the designated within 15 minutes
after school is let out. Parents shall not be jtgzthto go to classrooms or
wait in hallways to pick up their child.
